Things to ask your child


about what they are learning...

-- What changes do you see in the fall?  What are the colors of the leaves?  Fall colors are Red, Yellow, Orange, and Brown.  What are some other things that are Red?  Yellow?  Orange?  Brown?  





--As we talk about food in school, this is a perfect opportunity to involve your child in making a grocery list at home.  If models writing as part of life, encourages literacy, and promotes writing, spelling, and reading!  It also makes home to school connections!





-- Talk to your child about the letter of the week.  Point it out while you are reading books, in the grocery store, or wherever you are.  Christmas ads are a great place to find letters!





--Go Away Big, Green Monster uses many descriptive terms, such as "purple, scraggly hair."  Ask your child about to describe the clothes they are wearing, or the people they see.





-- Glad Monster, Sad Monster talks about feelings and how faces reflect how you are feeling.  Help your child recognize and name their feelings by using statements, such as, "I can see by your face that you are mad."  Point out your face to help your child be aware of others, such as, "Do you see mommy's face.  Mommy is sad right now!"  This is also a great way to teach empathy, and an awareness of how their actions impact others.





-- Ask your child about their friends in the classroom, with specific questions such as, "Who did you play with today?"  Give choices, such as, “Did you play with puzzles or blocks?"
