about what they are learning...

-- What changes do you see in the fall?  What are the colors of the leaves?  Fall colors are Red, Yellow, Orange, and Brown.  What are some other things that are Red?  Yellow?  Orange?  Brown?





--Go Away Big, Green Monster uses many descriptive terms, such as "purple, scraggly hair."  Ask your child about to describe the clothes they are wearing, or the people they see.





-- Glad Monster, Sad Monster talks about feelings and how faces reflect how you are feeling.  Help your child recognize and name their feelings by using statements, such as, "I can see by your face that you are mad."  Point out your face to help your child be aware of others, such as, "Do you see mommy's face.  Mommy is sad right now!" 





-- Talk to your child about what the sky looks like during the day, and at night.  How are they different?  Take a walk with your child at night and do some star gazing ☼.





-- Ask your child about their friends in the classroom, with 


specific questions such as, "Who did you play with today?" 


Give choices, such as, “Did you play with puzzles or blocks?"





--We have started learning letters.  Point out letters in the 


environment around you, and relate them to things your child 


is learning, such as "Mommy starts with M like Monster!"
